he transformation of this 1950s Cape Cod

home was a labor of love; a gut renovation
that honored its architectural history and was
rebuilt for modern living for the Rosensteins’
growing family.

Drawing inspiration from an English bed and
breakfast, antique and modern elements are
layered throughout, creating approachable spaces
for family living. A sunroom with vaulted ceilings
became a cozy family retreat, walls were removed
to merge the kitchen and living room, and French
doors opened to a revamped patio for seamless
indoor-outdoor living.

Challenges included adapting the home’s
footprint and adjusting ceiling heights,
particularly vital for the designer’s tall husband.
